Well | hope that you like the new format for the newsletter.

The second club competition held in March saw a good attendance of 14. Results for
forced landings were a little on the poor side under a somewhat difficult and gusty sea
breeze with operations on 04 runway.

The Treva Weeks Team and a second team have just travelled to compete at the
ALACs at Echuca. All had been practising enthusiastically in the Cessna 152 over the
last month —results as to how they went, next issue!

The Archer has also been busy with training and other cross country flights and a C182
was hired from Royal Newcastle Aero Club for advanced navigation exercises.
Elsewhere in this issue you can read about our members flying achievements.

The C152 has recently had a Sensenich propeller fitted and pilots are noticing improved
climb rates. The Club has also purchased a Supplementary Type Certificate which
permits an increase in maximum take off weight to 795Kg. Crew who have previously
been restricted with fuel loads may now carry more fuel for cross country flights. It
comes with restrictions that it is to be operated in the Normal category (i.e no steep
turns more than 60 degrees and no aerobatics) and no landings whilst heavier than the
old maximum weight of 756Kg. Below that weight it may be operated in the Utility
Category.

The Archers engine is nearing the time where it needs a major reconditioning. A
deposit has been paid on a reconditioned engine and it will soon be delivered to
Kempsey for fitting near the end of April.

In recent years the Club has discussed in Annual Meetings directions for the fleet
upgrade. Both our aircraft date to the early 1980’s and are nearing the 30 year mark. In
principle, suggestions have been replacing the Archer with a newer Cessna 172 with
modern instfruments, and the replacement of the Cessna 152 with a similar younger or
RAAuUs type aircraft,

One option could be to import an aircraft from the US whilst there is a favourable
exchange rate. Another option in the short term is that the failure of a flying school at
Bankstown has meant that liquidators are trying to sell 12 Libertys and two Cessna 172,
all less than four years old. Committee will discuss the matter at the next meeting.

The major event for the 50" Anniversary celebrations will be a dinner on a Saturday
night. The venue has been booked for the 21st August 2010. Further details of other
events are to be provided later, but please start letting past members know of that
date.

This month, Bronte Dupen
discusses how serious Airservices B =
Australia treats SARTIMES.

On the Monday before Christmas, Karin and | had decided to fly to Cessnock. The plan was
to spend the afternoon at the gallops, overnight at Cessnock and return to Taree at leisure
on the following day, perhaps after some late Christmas shopping in the morning. We
thought we might bring back a concrete garden statue, still carrying well below the maximum
weight for HTM.

Karin had not previously flown with me either down the coast or up the land lane so | flight-
planned accordingly - down along the coast, up along the lane. This would place Karin on
the starboard side of the plane along the coastal route affording her a better land-side view,
particularly at the low 500’ level | had planned. Of course, short of the back seat, it is not
possible to put your passenger on the port side coming up the land lane to give a better view
of the trains snaking along the line below.

| used my mobile phone and Phone Away card to lodge flight plans, separately for the trip
down and the trip home. On our return flight we left Cessnock at 2345 hours (UTC),
nominating a SARTIME of 0230 for arrival at Taree. Both flights went according to plan.

Upon arrival at Taree, | phoned CENSAR to cancel SARTIME, only to be assured that there
was definitely no SARTIME in the system for HTM. | expressed the hope that the missing
SARTIME didn’t turn up in the system by 0230 whereupon search and rescue procedures
would be needlessly instituted and | may be then accused of not having cancelled.

| probably would not have given the matter another thought except that later in the day,
when | was wandering around Target (still looking for Christmas presents), my mobile phone
rang.

“Mr Dupen?”
HYes.H

“Airservices Australia here. | wanted to give you some feedback on this SARTIME issue that
arose earlier today.”

The Airservices officer told me that following my attempt to cancel SARTIME there had been
an investigation into the matter, my flight plan had been located and there had been a “stuff-
up” on their part. Airservices view this “very seriously” he told me. He said that the officer
responsible for the stuff-up had been disciplined and internal procedures amended so that
hopefully this could never happen again.

By way of footnote, the Airservices officer also told me that by virtue of the route | had flown
| had been in radar coverage for most of the time. “However”, he said, “had you been flying
in a remote area, that would not have been the case.”

Frankly, at the time | was told there was no SARTIME in the system | wasn’t too fussed
about it. But when | think about it, it was a very serious matter and the consequences for
Airservices, should | have come to grief on the flight, would be enormous.
